	Tip Discussion Strategy

	 Tip # 1:  Who We Are
	Encourage teachers to assume the best from each of their students.  Have them greet students at the door.

	Tip # 2:  Who We Are
	Brainstorm and encourage goal setting.

	Tip # 3:  Inner Authority
	Encourage teachers to focus on their tone, posture and volume as their interact with their students.

	Tip # 4:  Prevention
	Include student input in forming rules and expectations.  Encourage consistency in maintaining discipline.

	Tip # 5:  Prevention
	Using humorous movie clips can be a creative way to dialogue about following rules and procedures in the classroom.  Discuss with students which rules are most beneficial.



	Tip # 6:  Prevention
	Remind teachers that giving students choices helps them to take ownership of their learning and their lives.

	Tip # 7:  Withitness
	Remind your staff about the importance of being constantly aware of what is happening in their room.

	Tip # 8:  Rapport
	Encourage teachers to have students fill out an “interest inventory”.



	Tip # 9:  Rapport
	Teachers can concentrate on relationship building and rapport.  Brainstorm and share strategies!

	Tip # 10:  Intervention
	Teachers can work with difficult students to help them modify their behavior.

	Tip # 11: Intervention 
	Encourage teachers to verbalize their belief in their student’s ability and then have the students restate that belief.

	Tip # 12:  Intervention
	Focus on “Power & Revenge” behaviors.   Encourage teacher-student conferences with difficult students.



	Tip # 13:  Intervention
	Brainstorm strategies for teachers to focus on positive reinforcement – redirecting negative behavior in a positive way.



	Tip # 14:  Intervention
	Teachers should be mindful of student’s individual learning styles and modify teaching style as needed.

	Tip # 15:  Establishing a Student Incentive Program
	Encourage teachers to brainstorm ideas to motivate students.  Share ideas!

	Tip # 16:  Goal Setting
	Come up with creative ways to teach students to set and reach attainable goals.

	Tip # 17:  SSR
	Encourage each classroom to designate time for SSR.

Discuss the benefits of being life long readers and learners.

	Tip # 18:  Orientation
	Brainstorm ideas for utilizing existing students in orientation of new students.

	Tip # 19:  Weekly Schedule
	Remind teachers that students need to know what to expect each day.  Design a weekly schedule.

	Tip # 20:  Small Group Instruction
	Have teachers share with one another how there are working with small groups in their classrooms.
