2020 Disability Partnership Tool 
Section 5.1, R34 of the PRH requires that:

a) Each center must develop resources and partnerships with outside agencies and programs that will assist the center in serving students with disabilities. Special focus should be given to developing resources and partnerships that can assist the center in identifying or providing accommodation support that promotes student independence and employability.

b) Appropriate staff should be involved in this process. 

c) Each center will document efforts to develop resources/partners by completing the Disability Partnership Tool available on the Job Corps Disability Website or their customized Disability Partnership Tool available from their Regional Disability Coordinator. 

The Disability Partnership Tool tool provides information about disability organizations that are in most communities and should be used to document efforts to establish disability partnerships and resources. Any additional Disability Program resources and partnerships should be added to this list (see general examples provided in red, these examples should be updated with the center’s local partners). A copy of any MOUs or other formal agreements should be maintained with this document. The tool should be available during Disability Program Complaince Assessments.

	Americans with Disabilities Act  National Network
	The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) National Network includes 10 regional centers that provide ADA-related information, guidance, and training.

Upon request, Bookshare will digitize needed textbooks if not available in their library. Bookshare is free to all JC centers and eligible students.
	

	Centers for Independent Living 
	Centers for Independent Living assist people with disabilities in becoming independent within their community. Their services include, but are not limited to housing, support groups, and training. CILs are also familiar with other disability-focused resources in the community.
	

	Easter Seals Disability Services
	Easter Seals offers employment and training by providing an individualized approach to identify goals, objectives and planning needs. They also provide assistance with assistive technology and job accommodations. 
	

	Goodwill Industries International, Inc.
	Goodwill Industries International, Inc. is a nonprofit organization that provides job training, employment placement services, and other community-based programs for individuals with disabilities. 
	

	Learning Disability Association of America
	The Learning Disability Association of America provides information and resources on learning disabilities.

	The National Alliance on Mental Illness (NAMI) is the nation’s largest grassroots organization for people with mental illness and their families. NAMI provides support, education, and advocacy. 
	

	Office of Disability Employment Policy 
	The Department of Labor’s Office of Disability Employment Policy (ODEP) promotes policies and coordinates with employers and all levels of government to increase workplace success for people with disabilities. To support this mission, ODEP sponsors several policy development and technical assistance resources including the Job Accommodation Network (JAN) and The Center for Advancing Policy on Employment for Youth (CAPE-Youth).
	

	State Tech Act Programs
	State Assistive Technology (AT) Act programs work to improve the provision of AT to individuals with disabilities of all ages through comprehensive statewide programs of technology-related assistance. These programs provide training and technical assistance, AT loan programs, and other services.
	 

	Vocational Rehabilitation 
	Vocational Rehabilitation (VR) assists individuals with disabilities in preparing for and engaging in gainful employment. VR services may include counseling, education, training, and job placement. Services for students while on center can include testing, technology assessments, equipment and other services to assist them in completing their program. Specialized services are also available for persons with sight and hearing disabilities.
