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� An audiologist is the medical professional who will diagnose and treat hearing loss.  The audiologist will recommend specific accommodations that can be useful in the classroom situations.


� Examples of assisted listening devices include: hearing aids, compatible telephones; personal neck loops and/or audio-induction loop assisted listening devices.


� A T-switch is a small switch on a hearing aid that acts like an antenna. It will allow the person to receive magnetic signal directly from a telephone or microphone directly into the hearing aid.
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
