What would you do?
Scenario 1
Sharon is an 18-year old African-American who has been in her program for 1 month. Sharon is slightly overweight, has a very short Afro haircut, and prefers to wear jeans and loose fitting shirts. She went to see her advisor because she is having some trouble adjusting on center.  Sharon reports that a few students on center are calling her a lesbian and that she is butch. While she admits that she is a lesbian, she does not like the name-calling and it is causing her to feel angry, singled out, and unable to concentrate in class.  This has been going on for 2 weeks.
Scenario 2

Jason is a 16 year old Caucasian who dropped out of school because he just “couldn’t take it anymore.”  Teachers describe Jason as quiet, a bit of a loner, but very respectful to adults. He was in a special class for reading, but excelled in math. Jason has been in his program for 8 months and according to his instructors appears to be doing well and making friends with some of the older students. Jason has started coming to the health and wellness clinic more frequently over the past two months with minor complaints. He finally reports to the nurse that he is being “picked on” by a group of older boys and is the subject of jokes, name calling and even some pushing and tripping. Jason reports having a difficult time falling asleep some nights and is afraid to tell on the older boys.
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
