Students who have a close contact exposure (as defined by the CDC CDC)) will be placed in quarantine for 14 days and receive a COVID-19 test on day 5-7 after exposure, or at onset of symptoms.  A negative test does not exclude student from quarantine. They must have an individual room and individual bathroom.

· “Close contact”“Close contact” (added hyperlink: https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/php/contact-tracing/contact-tracing-plan/appendix.html)  is defined by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) as:
· being within approximately 6 feet of a COVID-19 patient for a prolonged period of time1 cumulative total of 15 minutes or more over a 24-hour period; close contact can occur while caring for, living with, visiting, or sharing a healthcare waiting area or room with a person infected with COVID-19; or
· having direct contact with infectious secretions of a COVID-19 patient (e.g., being coughed upon, sharing eating or drinking utensils, close conversation, kissing, hugging, and other direct physical contact). 
“Close contact” does not include activities such as walking by a person or briefly sitting across from a person in a room or office..

And deleted Footnote 1
 Data are insufficient to precisely define the duration of time that constitutes a prolonged exposure. Until more is known about transmission risks, it is reasonable to consider an exposure of 15 minutes or more as prolonged.

Page 6 – Under procedures second sub-bullet

· Students will be provided with contact information for Health and Wellness staff and instructed to call immediately if they develop symptoms of COVID-19 before departure.  If a student calls with a new onset of symptoms, the student’s arrival at the center will be delayed by at least 2 weeks or until the nexta subsequent cohort arrives at the center.  Health and Wellness staff will provide a follow-up phone call in 2 weeks. 

Page 9 – Under Activities for Student on Center with Close Contact to Known COVID-19 Case

(as defined by thethe CDC as longer than 15 minutes, less than 6 feet away from a person with known COVID-19)

Page 31 -- # 1  under Action column

If a student answers “yes” to any of these, the center medical provider will conduct a follow-up call to ascertain if these symptoms could be due to chronic conditions (e.g., seasonal allergies, migraine headaches). If no chronic condition is identified and COVID-19 is a suspected cause of the symptom(s), the student’s arrival will be delayed at least 2 weeks or until the nexta subsequent cohort. A follow-up phone call will be conducted in 2 weeks, and the student will be reassessed.

Page 31 -- # 4 under Explanation column

Ascertain when the diagnosis was made and if the student has recently had close contact (been within 6 feet for more than 15 minutes in a 24-hour period, living in same household).

Page 31 -- #4 under Action column

CDC guidelines: If close contact with confirmed COVID-19, student will be advised to self-quarantine at home for 14 days. Reschedule pre-arrival screen in 14 days.  Student will need to be rescheduled with nexta subsequent cohort.

Page 34 –  Appendix 7: COVID-19 TG for Health Staff # 13

13. Students with asymptomatic COVID-19 will be cleared from isolation 10 days after their positive test and symptomatic. Symptomatic students may be cleared from isolation 10 days after the onset of symptoms and 24 hours after resolution of symptoms and fever without medication, whichever is longer.
