Services Provided 

The XYZ Job Corps is part of the National Job Corps program operated under the Department of Labor. It is a primarily residential vocational and academic program for youths aged 16-24. This externship/practicum experience offers many opportunities to provide individual and group mental health services. The extern/practicum student will also receive broad training in initial interview and assessment situations, as well as crisis intervention. Interns may also have an opportunity to develop and present an in-service training to staff on a topic within the mental health field.

Job Corps is a career development program for young people, not a mental health facility. As a result, mental health services are within the context of assisting Job Corps students with overcoming barriers to employment. Externs/Practicum students will learn to consistently ask, “How can I help this student be more successful at Job Corps and in the workplace?”
Client Population 

The youths in the Job Corps program are usually 16-24 years old. A number of these individuals have had difficulty in traditional school settings for various reasons. This is a rich, culturally diverse population.

Supervision 

The extern/practicum student can expect to receive one hour of individual supervision per 20 hours of externship/practicum time. 

Qualifications

· Graduate externs and/or practicum students are expected to carry liability insurance
