SYMPTOMATIC MANAGMENT GUIDELINES FOR NON-HEALTH STAFF 
EYE INJURIES

Authorized non-health staff may treat eye injuries as follows:

1. All eye injuries should be discussed with the on-call health and wellness staff at the time of the injury.
2. Instruct student to avoid rubbing the eye. 
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Chemical splash injuries to the eyes should be treated immediately with prolonged flushing.  If eye wash is not available, tap water may be used.  Keep the eye open as wide as possible while flushing.  Continue flushing for at least 15 minutes while calling the on-call health and wellness staff.
